Slide the connecting “yolk” over both units.

Fit the inlet block between the separator towers using
the all-thread & nut ends. Additional port blocks are
available from Trident Pneumatics as an option.
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Tighten all screws from the other side. Insert the
large blanking plug into the remaining unused port
block located on the opposite side of each unit.

Lower the filter bag 1 into the separator body,
settling it down gently, and ensuring it is in
contact with the side wall.
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Lower the filter bag 2 into the separator body,
settling it down gently on top of filter bag 1.

Install the securing spring clips at 90 degrees
directly in contact with the filter bags to
prevent flotation.
